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Comments from participants:  
“Really, it’s a privilege.” 
“I just felt the Spirit.” 
“I want to do it again.” 
“This was cool.” 
“I thought it might be hard to pray that 
long, but I could have gone longer.” 
“This is really nice.” 
“I stopped praying and realized I had a 
big smile on my face.” 
“There’s a sweet sense of the Holy Spirit 
here.” 
As I entered the building Thursday morn-
ing, Feb. 8, after the prayer had been 
going on for 12 hours, I felt a lightness, a 
real sense of sweetness and joy.  It was 
an incredible day. As folks came in qui-
etly, picked up their prayer guide and

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We come now to the point of studying one of the most controver-
sial aspects of the Holy Spirit in modern times – what does it mean 
to be “baptized in the Holy Spirit?”  In this part of our study we 
will need to think very clearly, carefully and Biblically. 

Some say that only some Christians receive the baptism of the 
Holy Spirit which enables them to exercise one or more miraculous 
gifts.  The “traditional” position of the Churches of Christ is that 
only the Apostles of Jesus and the household of Cornelius (Acts 2 
and Acts 10) received the baptism of the Holy Spirit.  But I have 
come to understand that the Bible teaches all Christians receive the 
baptism of the Holy Spirit. 

Let’s begin by looking at the Holy Spirit in light of salvation.  The 
presence of the Holy Spirit in the lives of all God’s people was 
promised to those living in the New Testament age – that is, after 
the Jewish holiday of Pentecost recorded in Acts 2.  (Prior to this 
the Holy Spirit was selectively given to individuals in order to ac-
complish special God-given appointments.)  There are many 
prophecies regarding this promise; see Isaiah 44:3; Ezekiel 36:26-
27; Matthew 3:11; Mark 1:7-8; Luke 3:16; John 1:33-34, 7:38-39; 
Acts 1:4-5.  The one prominently mentioned in Acts 2:16-21 comes 
from the prophet Joel: 
Joel 2:28 “And afterward, I will pour out my Spirit on all people.  
Your sons and daughters will prophesy, your old men will dream 
dreams, your young men will see visions. 29 Even on my servants, 
both men and women, I will pour out my Spirit in those days. 30 I 
will show wonders in the heavens and on the earth, blood and fire 

and billows of smoke. 31 The sun will be turned to darkness and the 
moon to blood before the coming of the great and dreadful day of 
the LORD. 32 And everyone who calls on the name of the LORD 
will be saved…” 

From the day of Pentecost forward, the Holy Spirit was made uni-
versally available to God’s people (Acts 2:23-29).  According to 
Acts 2:16 and following, Joel’s prophecy was fulfilled.  Jesus kept 
his promise: 
Acts 2:33 Exalted to the right hand of God, he has received from the 
Father the promised Holy Spirit and has poured out what you now 
see and hear. 

From this time on, the Holy Spirit was made available to all who 
would meet the terms and conditions of salvation: 
Acts 5:30 “The God of our fathers raised Jesus from the dead—whom 
you had killed by hanging him on a tree. 31 God exalted him to his 
own right hand as Prince and Savior that he might give repentance 
and forgiveness of sins to Israel. 32 We are witnesses of these 
things, and so is the Holy Spirit, whom God has given to those who 
obey him.”  

Next time we’ll examine more fully the 
fact that all Christians experience Holy 
Spirit baptism:  1Corinthians 12:13a For we 
were all baptized by one Spirit into one 
body…

Keep praying—lifting up the leadership 
and staff as we seek God’s will for the 
future.
